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Bees are very interesting *insects in some ways. For example, they can
dance and communicate with each other without words.

This is happening
all over the world. In the last 100 years, about 50% of bees have died.
Canada has lost more bees than India, Spain, Mexico, and New Zealand. More
bees have died in India than in New Zealand.

Why are bees *disappearing? One reason is the *chemicals used .
Many farmers use chemicals called *pesticides on their *crops. The chemicals
protect the crops from bad insects. But they also hurt the environment and
good insects, like bees. Scientists also say that humans are hurting bees by
*polluting the water and *the ground. If we don’t stop this, we will lose bees,
and some of our favorite foods!

People are worried about bees disappearing. So, they have started
working hard to save bees. *Beekeepers and farmers are working together.
Beekeepers *breed and sell bees to farms and they teach farmers how to use
bees without pesticides. If farmers grow *patches of flowers, more
bees will come and stay near the crops.

We can also help bees when we go shopping for food. We can buy
*organic food. Organic food doesn’t have chemicals that hurt bees.
The problem for us is the prices of organic food. They are higher than
the prices of non-organic food. Farmers cannot grow many plants without
chemicals. Organic plants also grow slower. These reasons make organic
food W(7 cheaper £ more expensive), but don’t you think it is *worth
paying?

Bees are small insects, but they give us a big help. It is important for us
, because by protecting them, we are also protecting the plants we eat!
